 Day 1 Depart USA Embark on an overnight flight from the US to Marseille, France. Enjoy onboard meals and            
refreshments on the journey. 
 

Day 2 Arrive Marseille, France Upon arrival at Marseille airport, meet your tour director and transfer to your hotel in 
Avignon. Welcome to Avignon, a capƟvaƟng city with a blend of history, culture, and natural beauty, offering iconic 
landmarks like the Palais des Papes, the renowned Pont d'Avignon, delighƞul Provençal cuisine, vibrant markets, 
and a charming atmosphere that transports you back in Ɵme.

Experience the village's white 
stone houses nestled into the cliffside and wander through its charming cobblestone streets. ConƟnue your journey 
to Roussillon, a village that has inspired many arƟsts, boasƟng vibrant houses, and art galleries. Next, visit the iconic 
12th-century Abbey of Senanque, a symbol of Provence's beauty and sƟll inhabited by monks. Discover the         
culƟvaƟon of lavender, known as "the blue gold," at the Lavender Museum.

Day 5 Avignon – Aix-en-Provence-Cannes Today journey to the enchanƟng Côte d'Azur, with your final desƟnaƟon 
being the glamorous city of Cannes.

Enjoy some free Ɵme for a delighƞul lunch before conƟnuing to Cannes, a Mediterranean paradise known for its 
stunning sandy beaches, elegant palm lined boulevards, upscale shopping, and home to the world-renowned      
internaƟonal film fesƟval.

Day 9 Cannes to Milan, Italy This morning, bid farewell to Cannes and the stunning landscapes of Southern France as 
you set off toward Milan, Italy. Along the way, you'll stop in Genoa, a city with a rich mariƟme history daƟng back to 
the Roman Empire. Here, enjoy a brief walking tour that includes visiƟng the boyhood home of Christopher Columbus,     
followed by some free Ɵme to explore and grab lunch. The journey conƟnues through the picturesque Ligurian Alps, 
where you'll be treated to breathtaking views of rolling hills, vineyards, and charming villages. As you go through the 
Piedmont region, known for its exquisite wines and beauƟful countryside, you'll arrive in Milan, the world-renowned 
capital of fashion and design. AŌer checking in to your hotel, take some Ɵme to relax and unwind. (B) 
 

Day 10 Milan – City tour Today, embark on a half-day tour of Milan, where you'll discover the city's most iconic         
landmarks and delve into its fascinaƟng history.
